Doing Significant Work in a Chaotic World

The workplace is alarmingly if not depressingly different today. Global 

competition, downsizing and extreme demand have made the workplace 

like the emergency ward of a hospital: intensely pressured, fuelled by 

caffeine and populated with dazzling technology. Except for work in di-

rect people-helping jobs, such as medicine, pastoring and counselling 

(and even there all-too-often) most find themselves wondering what sig-

nificance and lasting value there is in the work they do. What is needed 

to make sense of today's work experience, and to more than survive, is 

to experience a revolution in consciousness and spirituality about the 

work we do, and how we do it. This presentation, by the author of Doing 

God's Business: Meaning and Motivation for the Marketplace, will ex-

plore what ordinary work, and not just overtly òspiritualó work, actually 

means and how to be more than a survivor Monday to Friday. 

Paul Stevens has been a pastor for 20 years (Montreal and 

Vancouver), a student counsellor with IVCF, a business per-

son (Habitat Woodcraft) and a professor in an interdiscipli-

nary theological college for the whole people of God. From 

1999 until 2005 Paul was the David J. Brown Family Profes-

sor of Marketplace Theology and Leadership at Regent Col-

lege, Vancouver, BC. His mission is to empower ordinary peo-

ple to integrate their faith and life from Monday to Sunday. 

He does this through teaching, coaching, advocating and 

publishing.
